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MEIGS FIELD AIRPORT SUBDIVISION
ASSOCIATION BY-LAWS

Name

The name of this association is Meigs Field Airport Subdivision Association (the
Association).

Purpose

The purpose of the Association is to seek to improve the quality of life in the
neighborhood in matters such as land use, environmental protection, public services,
consumer protection, and other matters of neighborhood concern,

To foster a closer, more genuine community of neighbors.

To provide a forum — through meetings of the Association and its committees — for
pursuing a variety of goals beneficial to the community.

Specifically, however, the Association will not engage in partisan politics fo achieve
any purposes, nor will the Association endorse or otherwise support partisan political
affairs.

The Association is not organized for profit and no profit shall accrue to anyone by
virtue of being a member or officer of the Association.

Fiscal Year, Dues and Service Fees

The fiscal year of the Association shall be from January 1 to December 31.
Association membership dues for all homeowners shall be set by the Board of
Directors and approved by two-thirds of the members present at any regular meeting.
The dues will be used to maintain the landing strip, detention pond & fountains,
landscaping, fueling tank and any other areas owned by the Association.

Invoices for Association dues will be issued and be due on January 1 of each year.
They will be considered late and will accrue a penalty if received after January 31. It
shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer to collect the dues of the Association.

The Board of Directors may at anytime file liens against members’ property if they
are in arrears in excess of 90 days for any duly authorized membership assessments or
fees.

Members must give written consent before their names, addresses or phone numbers
may be published in a subdivision phone book. The Association will not give out any
information about homeowners to any business, organization or individual that is not
contacting the member for official Association business.
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The business and affairs of the Association shall be managed by its Board of
Directors, herein after is referred to as Board, who may exercise all such powers of
the Association and do all such lawful acts and things as are permitted by these by-
laws.

The Board shall meet once every quarter on a date to be set by the Directors.

Regular meetings of the Board may be held without notice at such time and place as
shall from time to time be determined by the Board.

At all meetings of the Board the presence of a majority of the directors shall be
necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the transaction of business and the
act of a majority of the directors present at any meeting at which there is a quorum
shall be the act of the Board, except as may otherwise specifically be provided by
these by-laws. If a quorum shall not be present at any meeting of directors, the
directors present thereat may adjourn the meeting from time to time, without notice
other than announcement at the meeting, until a quorum shall be present.

The Board by resolution adopted by a majority of the directors in office may
designate one or more committees of directors, each of which committees shall
consist of two or more directors, which committees, to the extent provided in such
resolution, shall have and exercise the authority of the Board in the management of
the Association; but the designation of such committees and delegation thereto of
authority shall not operate to relieve the Board or any individual director of any
responsibility imposed upon it or him/her by law.

The number of Directors of the Association shall be at least two (2) but not more than
five (5) with two (2) Directors serving a total of two (2) years alternating with three
(3) directors also serving a total of two (2) years. The Directors shall be elected at the
annual meeting of the members except as provided elsewhere herein, and each
Director shall hold office until his/her successor is elected and qualified. The Board
may fill the vacancy of a resigning board member by appointing the person receiving
the next highest number of votes at the last election of officers. In the event all those
put forth as officers are elected and no other names are remaining, the Board shall call
a special membership meeting to fill the resigning vacancy. A Director elected to fill
a vacancy shall be elected for the remainder of the term of his/her predecessor in
office. Any Directorship to be filled by reason of an increase in the number of
Directors shall be filled at an annual meeting or at a special meeting of the members
called for that purpose.

Any Director may be removed upon good cause shown by the vote of a majority of
the entire Board or by a vote of a majority of the members present at any duly
constituted meeting of the members. Any Director may be removed without cause by
a vote of a majority of the entire membership at any duly constituted meeting of the
members.
